No. 22581—10F-(TR)-120/2016-F&E.—In exercise of powers conferred by Section 45 and
Section 82, read with Section 46 of the Odisha Forest Act, 1972 (Odisha Act 14 of 1972), the State
Government do hereby make the following rules to regulate the possession and transit of
sandalwood, namely :—

ODISHA SANDALWOOD POSSESSIONAND TRANSIT RULES, 2016
1. Short title and commencement :—
(1) These rules may be called the Odisha Sandalwood Possession and Transit Rules, 2016
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Odisha Gazette.
2. Definitions :—
(1) Intheserules, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(@) “Act” means the Odisha Forest Act, 1972 (Odisha Act 14 of 1972);

(b) “Checking Station” means a checking station specified under the Odisha Timber
and Other Forest Produce Transit Rules, 1980;

(c) “Depot” means any place where sandalwood including its sawn sizes is stored
for trading purpose and includes a storage godown, show room, retail outlet and
such other place as the State Government shall identify;

(d) “Divisional Forest Officer” means the territorial Divisional Forest Officer having
jurisdiction over the area;

(e) “Foreign Transit Permit” means a permit issued by a competent authority of
another State or Union territory for movement of sandalwood from that State or
Union territory;

(f) “Form” means a form appended to these rules;
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(9) “Licence” means a licence granted under these rules;

(h) “Saw mill” and “saw pit” means saw mill and saw pit as defined in the Odisha
Saw Mills and Saw Pits (Control)Act, 1991;

(i) “Year” means a financial year.

(2) All words and expressions used but not defined in these rules, shall have the same
meaning as assigned to them in the Act.

3. Grant of licence and its renewal :—

(1) Applications for grant or renewal of licence, as required under Section 55-C of the Act
for possession, storage, or sale of sandalwood, shall be made to the Divisional Forest
Officerin Form 1 on payment of fees specified in sub-rule (2) :

Provided that no such licence shall be necessary for possession of sandalwood
up to two kilogram for bona fide domestic use.

(2) The fees specified below shall be charged for grant or renewal of a licence.

SI. No. Nature of licence Fees
(1) (2) 3)

1 Forpossession and storage of sandalwood Rs. 500 per year or
not exceeding 1 quintal. fraction thereof.

2 Forpossession and storage of sandalwood Rs.2500 per year or
exceeding 1 quintal. fraction thereof.

3 For possession, storage and sale of Rs.5000 per year or
sandalwood. fraction thereof :

Provided that no fee shall be charged for possession and storage of sandalwood
by temples.

(3) On receipt of the application and the fee, the Divisional Forest Officer shall cause
such enquiry as he deems necessary and if he is satisfied that there is no objection to
grant orrenew the licence having regard to safeguarding the Government sandalwood
and the antecedents of the applicant, he shall grant or renew the licence in Form 2
subject to such conditions as may be specified therein.

(4) Alicence shall be granted for a period not exceeding the year when it is issued. It may
be renewed every year. Applications for renewal shall be made thirty days before
expiry of the licence.

(5) The Divisional Forest Officer may, after giving the applicant an opportunity of being
heard in the matter and for reasons to be recorded in writing, reject any application
for grant of a licence orits renewal.

(6) On such rejection, the applicant shall be entitled for refund of the fee charged from
him, if he shall not prefer an appeal against it under Rule 7.
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4. Duplicate copy of the licence :— The Divisional Forest Officer may, on receipt of payment
of Rs.50 from the holder of a licence issue a duplicate copy of the licence to him if he is satisfied
that the licence granted is lost or destroyed.

5. Cancellation or suspension of licence :— The Divisional Forest Officer may, at any
time, for reasons to be recorded in writing, cancel or suspend a licence after giving the holder of the
licence an opportunity of being heard.

6. Copies of the order to be provided:— A copy of the order rejecting the application for
grant or renewal of licence under sub-rule (5) of Rule 3 or cancelling or suspending a licence under
Rule 5 shall be provided by the Divisional Forest Officer free of cost to the applicant or as the case
may be to the holder of the licence as soon as the order is made.

7. Appeals :(— Any person aggrieved by an order of the Divisional Forest Officer under
sub-rule (5) of Rule 3 or Rule 5 as the case may be, within 45 days of the issue of the order, prefer
an appeal in writing to the Regional Chief Conservator of Forests whose decision shall be final.
Appeals received after the specified period shall be summarily rejected.

8. Maintenance of accounts by the licensee :— The licensee shall maintain accounts of
transactions in a stock register in Form 3 and produce the same for inspection by any Forest Officer
not below the rank of Forest Ranger or a Police Officer not below the rank of Sub-Inspector of
Police. Any refusal to produce the register of accounts or the non-maintenance of accounts or
incorrect maintenance of accounts shall entail cancellation of the licence, in addition to penalties
that may be imposed under Section 55-C of the Act.

9.Transport of sandalwood :—

(1) No person shall transport sandalwood into, within or outside the State of Odisha
except under a Transport Pass to be issued free of cost to him by the Divisional
Forest Officer or any other officer specially empowered by him :

Provided that no such Transport Pass shall be required for transport of
sandalwood not exceedingtwo kilogram by a person for his bona fide domestic use.

(2) Every Transport Pass issued under these rules shall be valid only during the period
mentioned therein and shall bear the seal of the officerissuing it.

(3) During the transit the Transport Pass shall be in possession of the person in charge
of the sandalwood and it shall be produced for examination when demanded by a
Forest Officer or Police Officer.

10. Transport of sandalwood within the State:—

(1) Transport of sandalwood belonging to the Government under Section 55-A of the Act
from the land on which it was grown to the Government Depots can be done under a
Transport Pass in Form 4, issued by Forest Range Officer in duplicate. The original
shall accompany the sandalwood in transit, and the duplicate shall be retained as
counterfoil. In transit to the depot, cut ends of each piece of sandalwood shall bear
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Government property mark and the serial number of the tree as well as serial number
of piece with distinguishing letters for root, stem, or branch. Chips and saw dust shall
be sealed in gunny bags with Government property mark. The sandalwood pieces or
bags shall bear such Government hammer mark as may be prescribed by the Principal
Chief Conservator of Forests.

Transport of sandalwood belonging to private persons as provided under Section 55-B
of the Act from the land on which it is grown to the Government Depots can be done
under a Transport Pass in Form 5, issued by Forest Range Officer in duplicate. The
original shall accompany the sandalwood in transit and the duplicate shall be retained
as counterfoil. Similar procedure as specified in sub-rule (1) shall be adopted for
marking and numbering but instead of Government property mark, a mark ‘P’ with
chisel hammer indicating that the sandalwood is private shall be affixed. The
sandalwood pieces or bags shall bear such Government hammer mark as may be
prescribed by the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests.

Transport of sandalwood by consumers and purchasers from Government Depots to
a place within the State other than saw mills or saw pits can be done under a Transport
Pass in Form 6, issued by the Forest Officer in-charge of the Government Depot in
triplicate. The original shall accompany the sandalwood in transit, the duplicate shall
be forwarded to the Divisional Forest Officer, and the triplicate shall be retained as
counterfoil. The sandalwood so transported shall bear a Government hammer mark
as may be prescribed by the Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, at both ends:

Provided that, no such marking shall be required for the removal of sandalwood
chips and dust.

Transport of sandalwood from private depots to a place within the State other than
saw mills or saw pits can be done under a Transport Pass in Form 7 issued by a
Forest Range Officer or by a Forester, if authorised by the Divisional Forest Officer,
subject to limit of sandalwood not exceeding five kilogram in triplicate. The original
shall accompany the sandalwood in transit, the duplicate shall be forwarded to the
Divisional Forest Officer, and the triplicate shall be retained as counterfoil. The
sandalwood so transported shall bear the registered property mark of the licensed
dealer in addition to the Government hammer mark prescribed by the Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests.

Transport of sandalwood from depots to saw mills or saw pits shall be done under a
Transport Pass in Form 8 issued by Forest Range Officer in triplicate. The original
shall accompany the sandalwood in transit, the duplicate shall be forwarded to the
Divisional Forest Officer, and the ftriplicate shall be retained as counterfoil. The
sandalwood so transported shall bear the registered property mark of the licensed
dealer in addition to the Government hammer mark prescribed by the Principal
Chief Conservator of Forests.
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(6) Transport of sandalwood from saw mills and saw pits to depots can be done under a
Transport Pass in Form 9. It shall be issued in the same manner as provided in
sub-rule (5). The property mark and the hammer mark shall also be done similarly as
provided in sub-rule (5).

(7) Transport of seized sandalwood from the custody in which it was kept can be done
under a Transport Pass in Form 10 issued by a Forest Officer not below the rank of
Foresterin duplicate. The original shallaccompany the sandalwood in transit and the
duplicate shall be retained as counterfoil.

11. Transport of sandalwood into or outside the State:— Transport of sandalwood into or
outside the State can be done under Transport Pass in Form 11 issued by the Divisional Forest
Officer in duplicate. The original shall accompany the sandalwood and the duplicate shall be retained
as counterfoil. The sandalwood in transit shall bear the registered property mark of the person
transporting it and the Government hammer mark, if any, prescribed by the Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests.

12. Removal of sandal trees which are exclusive property of the State Government
under Section 55-A of the Act:—

(1) The selection of sandalwood trees for extraction shall entirely rest with the Government
in Forest Department. The selection of sandal tree for its removal shall be on the
basis of silvicultural requirement of the plant.

(2) There shall notbe any marking of trees intended for felling , however, serial number
of the tree may be given. Its girth measurement at a height of 1.37 metres above
ground level will be taken. Arecord of these trees shall be maintained.

(3) Trees those marked shall be uprooted and cut into pieces. The pieces shall be serially
numbered. On each piece the serial number of the tree shall also be written. Its mid-
girth and length and weight shall be measured and record shall be maintained.

(4) Chips and saw dust obtained during felling and conversion shall be sealed in agunny bag

(5) The sandalwood shallthen be sent to the Government Depot under a Transport Pass
inForm4.

13. Removal of sandalwood belonging to private persons under Section 55-B of the Act:—

(1) Any person who wants to dispose of sandalwood trees shall apply to the Divisional
Forest Officer furnishing documentary evidence of his entitlement on sandalwood
trees in the land along with particulars of land and list of trees to be extracted in
Form 12 in duplicate.

(2) The Divisional Forest Officer shall examine the documentary evidence and cause
verification and if satisfied about the entitlement of the applicant, may permit the
extraction of sandalwood trees. In case of removal of five or more number of sandalwood
trees belonging to private person there shall be a joint verification by Revenue and
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Forest Department officials. The applicant will give supporting land records and a
certificate by Sarpanch or Councillor or Corporator of the area. The verification shall
be done in the following manner,—

(@) Onreceiptof the application, the Divisional Forest Officer shall scrutinise it and
send one copy thereof to the concerned Tahasildar within five days of its
receipt for joint verification in the field;

(b) the Tahasildar shall on its receipt, examine the matter with reference to records
and intimate the Divisional Forest Officer within a period of ten days of its
receipt authorising an officer not below the rank of Revenue Supervisor to
attend the joint verification, if the Tahasildar himself cannot attend it;

(c) thereupon the Divisional Forest Officer shall fix the date(s) of joint verification
by the Forest and Revenue Department officials. The Assistant Conservator of
Forests or the Range Officer authorised by the Divisional Forest Officer shall
take up the joint verification. The Tahasildar or the Revenue Supervisor
authorised by him shall attend the joint verification. The applicant shall bear
the Amin fees, if any. The report of joint verification shall be submitted to the
Tahasildar who shall forward it after necessary scrutiny at his level to the
Divisional Forest Officer. After scrutiny, the Divisional Forest Officer shall
communicate the result of joint verification to the applicant. The process of
conducting the joint verification and communicating the result thereof to the
applicant shall be completed within 30 days from the date of intimation of the
Tahasildar under Clause (b);

(d) in case of any discrepancy found in the joint verification report, the Divisional
Forest Officer shall make specific order indicating reasons and shall intimate
the same to the applicant within 10 days of communication of the result to the
applicant and the applicant shall remove the discrepancy within ten days of the
receipt of orders; and

(e) the Divisional Forest Officer, if he considers it expedient, may make a test
check either by himself or through the Assistant Conservator of Forests. The
test check, if any, shall be completed within fifteen days from the date of
receipt of the intimation from the applicant regarding removal of discrepancy, or
from the date of joint verification showing no discrepancy, as the case may be.
If test check is not completed within the stipulated period, it shall be deemed to
have been done with no discrepancy found.

(3) The sandalwood trees permitted to be extracted shall be serially numbered and their
girth measurement taken at a height of 1.37 meters above ground level. Their record
shall be maintained in a register by the Forest Range Officer.

(4) The sandalwood trees permitted to be extracted shall be uprooted, cut into pieces
and each piece shall be serially numbered. On each piece the serial number of these
trees shall also be written. Its mid-girth and length measured and recorded in the
register by the Forest Range Officer.

(5) The chips and saw dust obtained during felling and conversion shall be put in gunny
bags and shall be sealed.
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The sandalwood trees permitted to be extracted shall be transported to the Government
depot under Transport Pass in Form 5 after giving receipt to the owner in Form 13.

In the depot sandalwood may be cleaned, roughly dressed, assorted and weighed.
The owner or his authorised agent is at liberty to be present during this process.
The details of sandalwood received in the depot and final out-turn of sandalwood
shall be maintained.

The sandalwood shall be sold and sale proceeds thereof shall be paid to the owner
after deducting the expenses incurred for felling and selling the tree, including the
expenses for transportation to depot.

14. Transport of sandalwood into or outside the State:—

(1)

Application forissue of Transport Pass for the transport of sandalwood into or outside
the State shall be made to the concerned Divisional Forest Officer with particulars
regarding the locality, kind and quantity of sandalwood to be imported or exported,
destination, routes and such other details as the said officer may require.

The Divisional Forest Officer may issue the Transport Pass or may refuse, for reasons
to be recorded in writing, after giving the applicant an opportunity of being heard. A
copy of such refusal shall be given to the applicant. An appeal against this order of
refusal can be made to the Regional Chief Conservator of Forest whose decision
thereon shall be final.

Sandalwood may be transported under Foreign Transit Permit into the State upto a
limit as follows :

(@) In case of transport by road, up to the first checking station in the State border ;
(b) Incase of transport by rail, up to railway depot of the destination railway station;
(c) Incase of transport by sea, up to the limits of the destination port area; and
(d) In case of transport by air, up to limit of destination of airport.

When sandalwood is sought to be removed from the area mentioned in sub-rule (3),
Transport Pass can be issued for movement of sandalwood within the State or outside,
as the case may be by the Divisional Forest Officer who shall intimate the other
Divisional Forest Officers under whose jurisdiction in the State the sandalwood is to
be transported before it reaches the destination.

15. Checking of Transport Pass and sandalwood in transit:—

(1)

Sandalwood in transit by land, rail or water is liable to inspection by a Forest Officer
or any Police Officer not below the rank of Sub-Inspector and the Transport Pass
shall be produced on demand before any such officer. All boats, carts, vehicles or
other means of conveyance used for transportation of such sandalwood shall be
stopped by the person in charge under demand by any such officer, who may open
and search any baggage or containers in possession of such person or transported
in the same conveyance, where there are reasonable grounds for believing that an
offence under the Act or these Rules has been committed.

The person transporting the sandalwood shall present the Transport Pass for
examination at checking stations. The sandal wood shall not be transported by the

route other than the route authorised in the transport pass.
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After the sandalwood has been checked under sub-rule (2) and found correct, the
Transport Pass shall be endorsed by the Forest Officer in charge of the checking
station under his signature and date with the word “CHECKED” and the exposed ends
of the billets shall be branded with Forest Department hammer marks by that officer.

If the sandalwood exceeds the quantity stated in the Transport Pass oris not of the
kind or description given in the said Pass or the sandalwood billets do not bear the
Government hammer mark or property mark as required, the sandalwood shall be
seized. If the sandalwood is less than the quantity stated in the said Pass, the same
Pass shall not be used again to cover the deficit.

All sandalwood shall be liable to be unloaded for proper checking, if so required, by
the checking officer of the checking station not below the rank of a Forester.

16. Retention of Transport Pass :—Any person to whom a Transport Pass is issued shall

follow the direction given in that Transport Pass and to retain it with him so long as
the sandalwood covered by it remains in his possession and produce it for inspection,
before itis disposed of, as and when required by a Forest Officer not below the rank
of a Forester.

17. Penalties:—

(1)

Any person who shall posses, store or sell or attempt to store or sell sandalwood
except under a licence obtained underthese rules subject to restrictions and conditions
prescribed in these rules, shall be punishable under Section 55-C of the Act.

Save as provided in sub-rule (1), any person who contravenes any provisions of
these rules shall be punishable with imprisonment for a term which may extend to five
years and with fine which may extend to five thousand rupees:

Provided that where the offence is committed after sunset and before sunrise,
or after preparation for resistance to lawful authority or where the offender has been
previously convicted of a like offence, the offender shall be punishable with
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than three years but which may
extend to seven years and with fine which may extend to ten thousand rupees.

18. Certain Rules not to apply:—

(1)

The Odisha Timber and Other Forest Produce Transit Rules, 1980 shall not apply to
regulate the transit of sandalwood in respect of the matters for which provisions are
specifically made in these rules and the acts done, proceedings taken and orders
issued, underthat rules, before the commencement of these rules, shall continue to
have force and effect as if these rules have not made.
