NOTIFICATION
The 26th September, 2016

S.R.0. No0.481/2016— In exercised of the power conferred by sub-section (1) of
Section 40 of the National Food Security Act, 2013 (20 of 2013) the State Government do
hereby make the following rules, namely:—

1. Short title and commencement:
(a) These rules may be called the Odisha Mid-Day Meal Rules, 2016.

(b) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Odisha Gazette.

PART- |
PRELIMINARY
2. Definitions:
(i) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) “Act” means the National Food Security Act,2013 (20 of 2013);

(b) “Central Government” means the Government of India;

(c) “Food Grains” means rice, wheat, coarse grains or any combination thereof
conforming to such quality norms as may be determined, by order, by the
Central Government from time to time;

(d) “Food Security Allowance” means the amount of money to be paid by the
concerned State Government to the entitled children under section 8 of the
Act;

(e) “Food Safety Commission” means an officer appointed by the State
Government who is in-charge of Food Safety functioning under the
Department of Health & Family Welfare, Government of Odisha;

(f)  “District Grievance Redressal Officer (DGRO)” means an officer appointed in

each district by the State Government as per the section 15;
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“Meal” means hot cooked or pre-cooked and heated before its service meal or
take home ration, as may be prescribed by the Central Government;

“School” includes any school run by Local Bodies, Government or aided by the
State Government;

“School Management Committee” means a statutory body of the schools both
at primary and upper primary level constituted under rule 3 of the Odisha Right
of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules,2010 and other executive
instructions issued from time to time;

“School Management & Development Committee” means a school
management committee constituted at secondary school level as per the
guideline of Rastriya Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA);

“Section” means the section of the Act;

“State Government” means the Government of Odisha; and

“State Food Commission” means the Commission constituted at State Level
under section 16 of the Act and Odisha State Food Security Rules;

All words and expressions used herein but not defined in these rules but
defined in the Act, shall have the meanings respectively assigned to them in
the Act.

PART- Il
QUALITY NUTRITIONAL MEAL

3. Entitlement for Nutritional Meal:

Every child studying in classes | to VIII who attend the school shall be provided one
mid-day-meal having nutritional standards as specified in Schedule Il of the Act, free of
charge every day except on school holidays.

4. Place of Serving Meal:
The meal shall be served to children at school only.

5. Preparation of meals and maintenance of standards and quality:

The meal shall be prepared in accordance with the Mid Day Meal guidelines
issued by the Central Government and State Government from time to time
and in accordance with the provisions of Schedule Il of the Act.

Every school shall have the facility for cooking meal in hygienic manner.
Schools in urban area may use the facility of centralized kitchens for cooking
meals wherever required or feasible in accordance with the guidelines issued
by the Central Government and the State Government and the meal shall be
served to children at respective schools only.
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PART- Il
MONITORING & SUPERVISION

6. State/District/Block Level Steering-cum-Monitoring Committee Meeting for
Mid-Day Meal Scheme:
The State/District/Block level Steering-cum-Monitoring Committee shall oversee the
implementation of the scheme with a view to ensure implementation of the Act.

7. Role of School Management Committee (SMC) for monitoring Mid-Day Meals
Scheme:

(1) The School Management Committee mandated under the Right to Free and
Compulsory Education Act, 2009 and the Odisha Right of Children to Free
and Compulsory Education Rules, 2010 shall monitor implementation of the
Mid-Day Meal Scheme and shall oversee the quality of meals provided to the
children, cleanliness of the place of cooking and maintenance of hygiene in
implementation of Mid-Day Meal Scheme.

(2) The Headmaster or Headmistress of the school shall be empowered to utilize
any fund available in school for the purpose of continuation of Mid-Day Meal
Scheme in the school in case of temporary unavailability of food grains,
cooking cost etc. in the school. The utilized fund shall be reimbursed to the
school account immediately after receipt of mid day meal funds.

8. Testing of Meals by accredited Laboratories:

(1) Hot cooked meal provided to children can be tested by the Odisha State
Public Health Laboratory, so as to ensure that the meal meets with the
nutritional standards and quality specified in Schedule Il to the Act. The Food
Safety Officers under the Food Safety Commission, Health & Family Welfare
Department may collect samples to ensure the nutritive value and quality of
the meals.

(2) The Department referred to in sub-rule (1) shall collect the samples at least
once in a month from randomly selected schools or centralized kitchens and
send such samples for examination to the laboratories referred to in
sub-rule (1).

PART- IV
FOOD SECURITY ALLOWANCE

9. Food Security Allowance:
(1) If the Mid-Day Meal is not provided in school on any school day due to non-
availability of food grains, cooking cost, fuel or absence of cook-cum-helper or
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any other reason, the State Government shall pay food security allowance as
defined in clause (d) of rule 2 of these rules to every child as referred to in
rule 3 by 15th of the succeeding month in the manner provided herein
below:—

(a) Quantity of Food grains as per entitlement of the child; and

(b) Cooking cost as per the state norm;

(c) Food grains for the Food security allowance shall be handed over to
the children or their parents between 10th and 15th of the
succeeding month during the school recess hours;

(d) Cooking cost towards Food Security allowance shall be transferred
to the account of the child/parents; and

(e) The manner of fixing the responsibility for failure in providing Mid-
Day Meal continuously for 3 days or at least 5 days in a month shall
be as per the procedure laid down for disposal of grievances by the
District Grievance Redressal Officer, State Food Commission or by
the State Government.

(f) In pursuance of Section 44 of National Food Security Act, the State
Government shall be liable for a claim by any person entitled under
this rule, except in the case of War, Flood, Drought, Fire, Cyclone,
and Earthquake affecting the regular supply of food grains or meals
to such person under this rule.

In case of non-supply of meal by the Centralised Kitchen, the Food Security
Allowance shall be realized from the Centralised Kitchen Agency as per

sub-rule (1);

Provided that in case a child has not taken food on offer for whatever
reasons, no claim of food security allowance shall lie with the State
Government or Centralised Kitchens:

Provided further that no claim shall lie with State Government or
Centralised Kitchen for reasons of quality of food grains and meal:
Wherever an agency of the Central Government is involved, the State
Government shall take up the matter with the Central government which shall

resolve the matter within a month.



10. Saving:
(1)

Nothing in these rules shall affect the guidelines issued in this behalf or likely
to be issued by the Central Government and State Government regarding the
activities relating to Mid-Day Meal Scheme.

Nothing in these rules shall prevent the State Government from framing
necessary guidelines from time to time in consonance with the Act and Rules

for effective implementation of the Programme.
