The following draft of certain Bye-laws which the Notified
Area Council, Kuchinda proposes to make in exercise of the
powers conferred by section 388 of the Odisha Municipal Act,
1950 (Odisha Act 23 of 1950) and sub-rule (4) of rule 6 of the
Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016, read with rule 14
thereof is hereby published as required by section 392 of the said
Act for information of all persons likely to be affected thereby and
the notice is hereby given that the said draft Bye-laws will be
taken into consideration by the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda
on or after the expiry of a period of 15 days from the date of
publication of this notification in the Odisha Gazette.
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Any objection or suggestion which may be received by the
Executive Officer of the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda from
any person in respect of the said draft before expiry of the period
so specified above will be considered by the Notified Area
Council as the case may be.

CHAPTER - |
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and commencement. - (1) These Bye-laws may
be called the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda Plastic Waste
Management Bye-laws, 2022.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in
the Odisha Gazette.

2. Application. - (1) These Bye-laws shall apply to every plastic
waste generator, manufacturer, importer, and producer within
the area jurisdiction of Notified Area Council, Kuchinda.

(2) These Bye-laws shall not apply to the export-oriented unit or
units in special economic zones, notified by the Central
Government, manufacturing their products against an order
for export:

Provided that this exemption shall not apply to units
engaged in packaging of gutkha, tobacco and pan masala
and also to any surplus or rejects, left over products and the
like.

3. Words and expressions used in these Bye-laws and not
defined herein but defined in the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) or the Plastic Waste Management
Rules, 2016 or in the Odisha Municipal Act, 1950 (Odisha Act
23 of 1950) shall have the same meanings respectively
assigned to them in the said Acts or the Rules.
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CHAPTER Il

CONDITIONS TO BE FULLFILLED

4. Prohibition and restriction of sale, manufacture, import,
store, transport, use of polythene carry bags, etc. - (1) No
person, by himself or through another, shall knowingly or
otherwise, sell, trade, manufacture, import, store, carry,
transport, use or distribute the following plastic waste within
the limits of Notified Area Council, Kuchinda, namely: -

(a) Polythene carry bags (including non-woven plastic carry
bags) of any shape, thickness, and size (excluding
compostable);

(b) Bottled drinking water Polyethylene Terephthalate (PET
/IPETE) bottles of less than 200ml capacity;

(c) Single use disposable cutleries made up of thermocol
(polystyrene), polyurethane and the like; or plastic such
as dish, spoon, cup, plate, glass, fork, bowl, knives, straw,
trays, wrapping or packing films around sweet boxes,
invitation cards, and cigarette packets, plastic or PVC
banners less than 100 micron, stirrers, pouch to store
liquid and container etc. of any size and shape excepting
for packing and selling of milk and other ancillary milk
products; and

(d) Thermocol (polystyrene) decorative materials (flowers
and the like); and

(e) Ear buds with plastic sticks, plastic sticks for balloons,
plastic flags, candy sticks, ice-cream sticks.

(2) Vendors shall not be allowed to use polythene sheets of less
than 50-micron thickness for storing, transporting, dispensing
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or packaging of any article or commodity or food items,
consumables, packaging of milk and milk products and edible
oil in sealed manners:

Provided that any plastic for carrying and transporting
garbage and containers like cup for milk products including
curd and ice-cream etc., polythene packing materials used in
healthcare sector like medicines, blood transportation bags,
syringe, sample or specimen bags, resalable bags, medical
instruments, and accessories etc. shall be excluded.

(3) No person shall be allowed to litter any plastic item in any

public place.

(4) Sachets using plastic material shall not be used for storing,

packing, or selling gutkha, tobacco and pan masala.

(5) Recycling of plastic waste shall conform to the Indian

Standard: IS 14534:1998 titled as the Guidelines for
Recycling of Plastics as amended from time to time.

(6) The provision of thickness shall not be applicable to carry

bags and commodities made up of compostable plastic.
Carry bags and commodities made from compostable
plastics shall conform to the Indian Standard: IS 17088:2008
titled as the Specifications for Compostable Plastics as
amended from time to time.

(7) Plastic material, in any form including Vinyl Acetate, Maleic

Acid, Vinyl Chloride Copolymer, shall not to be used in any
package for packaging gutkha, pan masala and tobacco in all
forms.
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CHAPTER I
MANAGEMENT OF PLASTIC WASTE

5. The Plastic Waste Management. - The Notified Area
Council, Kuchinda shall manage plastic waste in its
respective jurisdiction as follows, namely: -

(a) The plastic waste, which can be recycled, shall be
channelized to registered plastic waste recycler and
recycling of plastic shall conform to the Indian Standard:
IS 14534:1998 titled as the Guidelines for Recycling of
Plastics, as amended from time to time.

(b) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall encourage the
use of plastic waste (preferably the plastic waste which
cannot be further recycled) in construction of road as per
Guidelines prescribed by Indian Road Congress or
energy recovery or waste to oil or in cement kilns etc. The
standards and pollution control norms specified by the
State Pollution Control Board, for these technologies shall
be complied with.

(c) Thermoset plastic waste shall be processed and disposed
of as per the guidelines issued from time to time by the
Central Pollution Control Board and/or the State Pollution
Control Board; and

(d) The inert from recycling or processing facilities of plastic
waste shall be disposed of in compliance with the
provisions contained in the Solid Waste Management
Rules, 2016 as amended from time to time.
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CHAPTER IV
STAKEHOLDER’S RESPONSIBILITIES

6. Responsibility of the Notified Area Council - (1) The
Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall set up Material
Recovery Facilities adequate in number and capacity for
facilitating segregation, collection, storage, transportation,
processing, and disposal of the plastic waste either on its own
or by assigning Mission Shakti Groups or Transgender
Groups or Waste Picker Groups or agencies or producers as
deemed suitable.

(2) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall be responsible to
operate, co-ordinate the waste management system and to
perform the associated functions, namely: -

(a) Ensuring segregation, collection, receipt, storage,
transportation, processing, and disposal of plastic waste;

(b) Persons deployed in the Materials Recovery Facilities
(MRF) shall help in segregating dry waste into recyclables
and non-recyclables, stack these properly;

(c) Efforts shall be made to identify and integrate the Waste
Pickers (informal waste collectors) in segregation of dry
waste and ancillary process in the MRF as envisaged
under clause (c) of rule 15 of the Solid Waste
Management Rules, 2016;

(d) If required, members of Mission Shakti Group or
Transgender Group may be assigned after due capacity
building to work in and manage MRF;

(e) Ensuring that no damage is caused to the environment
during this process;

(f) Ensuring channelization of recyclable plastic waste
fraction to recyclers; and
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(g) The combustible fraction of non-recyclable solid waste
shall be baled using a baling machine to reduce the
volume and transported to cement factories having kilns
for coprocessing.

(3) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda for setting up of system
for plastic waste management, shall seek assistance of
manufacturer, producers, and brand owners to,-

(a) facilitate Producers in working out modalities for waste
collection system based on the extended Producer’s
responsibility for better plastic waste management;

(b) effective handling of the waste generated due to multi-
layered plastic sheet or pouches or packaging, the “Plan
of Collection” worked out by the Producers or Importers
or Brand Owners who introduce the products in the
market for collecting back the plastic waste generated
due to their products should be referred to and
implementation ensured;

(4) At the secondary storage points or depots or transfer
stations, waste pickers and other social entrepreneurs shall
be encouraged to remove constituents such as plastic, glass
and paper for recycle and reuse, ensuring that open burning
of plastic waste does not take place.

(5) The amount collected by the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda
as fine shall be kept in a separate account and shall be
utilized for infrastructure, logistics and for the overall
sustainability of the plastic waste management system within
its jurisdictions.

(6) Through appropriate Information Education Communication
and Behaviour Change Communication activities create
awareness among all stakeholders about their
responsibilities to reduce generation of plastic waste.
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(7) Capacity Building of relevant stakeholders shall be taken up
periodically for better plastic waste management.

(8) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall enforce the
relevant provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules,
2016 within the territorial limit of the Notified Area Council.

7. Responsibility of waste generator. - (1) The plastic waste
generator shall, -

(a) not use the items or articles prohibited in these Bye-laws;
(b) take steps to minimize generation of plastic waste;
(c) not litter the plastic waste;

(d) segregate plastic waste at source and store the plastic
waste in a separate bin meant for the non—bio degradable
or dry waste;

(e) handover segregated waste to the authorised waste
collector or agencies engaged by the Notified Area
Council in accordance with the provisions of the Solid
Waste Management Rules, 2016 as amended from time
to time or registered waste pickers, registered recyclers,
or waste collection agencies;

(f) at secondary storage depots, the plastic waste shall be
deposited in the non-biodegradable or dry waste bins
only; and

(g) deposit the segregated plastic waste at Material Recovery
Facility.

(2) Any institution generating plastic waste, shall segregate and
store the waste generated by them in accordance with the
Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 or as amended from
time to time and handover segregated wastes to authorized
waste processing agency or authorized collection agency of
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the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda or disposal facilities or
deposition centres.

(3) The authorities or owners of places of religious worship or
institutions, hotels and restaurants, cafe, mobile food
counters or vans, caterers and other such places like
marriage or party halls, offices or institutions and the outdoor
event managers shall be responsible for ensuring strict
compliance of the directions mentioned in these Bye-laws
and shall provide space for collection of plastic waste within
their campus.

CHAPTER YV

COLLECTION, SEGREGATION AND PROCESSING OF
PLASTIC WASTE

8. Responsibility of producers, importers, and brand
owners. - (1) All the producers, brand owners or importers
who sell or market their products using multi-layered plastic
sachet or pouches or packaging, etc. shall establish the
system of collecting back the plastic waste generated due to
their products.

(2) Producers of Polyethylene Terephthalate (PET /PETE)
bottles for bottling drinking water and soft drinks shall take
back the Polyethylene Terephthalate (PET /PETE) bottles
and plastic waste respectively through the same retail sales
network under mutually agreed terms and conditions based
on Extended Producer's Responsibility.

CHAPTER VI
ENFORCEMENT

9. Fines on violation. - (1) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda
shall enforce implementation of relevant provisions of the
Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 relating to waste
management by the waste generators, use of plastic carry
bags, plastic sheets or like, covers made of plastic sheets and
multi-layered packaging. Every retailer or street vendor
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selling or providing commodities in plastic carry bags or multi-
layered packaging or plastic sheets of like or covers made of
plastic sheets which are not manufactured or labelled or
marked in accordance with the Plastic Waste Management
Rules, 2016 as amended shall be liable to pay such fines as
specified in Schedule of these Bye-laws as envisaged under
rule 14 of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016.

(2) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall levy fine on the

spot as prescribed in Schedule of these Bye-laws for
violation of provisions of the said Rules by any person or
institution or waste generator through authorized official or
authorized squad duly constituted and collect the amount
from the violator.

(3) Notified Area Council, Kuchinda may modify the amount of

fine from time to time as deemed proper in conformity with
the provisions of the Plastic Waste Management Rules,
2016.

(4) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda may seek assistance of

the District Magistrate of the concerned District in the
enforcement of the provisions of these Bye-laws.

10.Action in case of default. — In case of Shopkeeper, street

vendor, person or institution who does not pay the fine after
two notices from the appropriate authority the amount due
shall be deemed to be a public demand and recovered as per
the provisions of the Odisha Public Demand Recovery Act,
1962 (Odisha Act 1 of 1963).
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CHAPTER VII
ANNUAL REPORTS

11.(1) By Operator of Plastic Waste processing or recycling
facility to the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda - Annual Report
as provided in the Form IV of the Plastic Waste Management
Rules, 2016 shall be prepared by the person engaged in
recycling or processing of plastic waste in the Notified Area
Council, Kuchinda area for the calendar year and submitted
to the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda under intimation to the
State Pollution Control Board by the 30th April of succeeding
year.

(2) The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda shall prepare Annual
Report for each calendar year in Form V as provided in the
Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 and submit to the
Secretary to Government, Housing and Urban Development
Department, intimating to the State Pollution Control Board,
Odisha by the 30th June of succeeding year.

CHAPTER VIl
MONITORING MECHANISM

12.Monitoring of Plastic Waste Management — (1) The Ward
Committee constituted as per the Solid Waste Management
Bye-laws, 2017, shall oversee the sanitation activities in the
ward including plastic waste management.

(2) City Sanitation Task Force of the Notified Area Council,
Kuchinda created as per the Odisha Urban Sanitation
Strategy, 2017 shall monitor the implementation of these
Bye-laws, in the Kuchinda (NAC).

13.Responsibility of Ward Committee (WC). — The Ward
Committee shall undertake the following actions, namely: -
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(a) monitor implementation of the provisions of these Bye-
laws in respect of the Ward concerned;

(b) act as a grievances redressal point on sanitation issues
including plastic waste at ward level; and

(c) create awareness on plastic waste management in the
respective wards.

14.Responsibilities of City Sanitation Task Force (CSTF). -
City Sanitation Task Force shall undertake the following
actions, namely: -

(a) prepare the baseline database and situation analysis of
Plastic Waste;

(b) monitor the progress of the campaign of plastic waste
management and make periodic corrections as needed
and regular reporting to district and state coordination
agencies;

(c) work with ward committee, support organisations, line
Departments and civil society organisations in setting up
systems that enable community level monitoring and
management of plastic waste;

(d) review Detailed Project Reports for urban sanitation
including plastic waste developed under various
programmes and recommend them to the District Urban
Sanitation Committee for consideration; and

(e) entrust responsibility to any committee or sub-committee
for ward-level monitoring.

15.Appeal. - Any person aggrieved by the decision of an
Authorized Official of the Notified Area Council, Kuchinda
under these Bye-laws, may prefer appeal against such
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decisions to the Executive Officer of the Notified Area
Council, Kuchinda and if the decision is made by the
Executive Officer, the appeal shall lie to the Secretary to
Government, Housing and Urban Development Department,
within a period of thirty days from the date of receipt of a copy
of the order appealed against.

16.The Notified Area Council, Kuchinda may from time-to-time
issue instructions, clarifications for implementation of the
provisions of the Bye-laws.
